Dear Parent or Guardian:

We are excited to inform you that the Bibb County School Nutrition Department will again offer free
meals this summer through the Seamless Summer Option (SSO). The program allows School Food
Authorities (SFAs) to provide meals to students during traditional summer. “Meals are available to
children under 18 and to students over 18 with a state-defined mental or physical disability as defined by
a State or local educational agency.” Students are eligible to receive one breakfast and one lunch each
day at no charge.

Important Changes from Last Summer

COVID-19 Waivers are no longer in effect. SSO must return to the traditional regulations for operating
the summer meal program. Under the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act 42 USC
1753(b)(1)(A), 42 USC 1761(a)(1)(D) and program regulations 7 CFR 225.6(e)(15), meals must be
served in a congregate setting and must be consumed by students on site.

Q: What does this mean?
A: Children must now eat their meals in the Cafeteria, on or at the Bus, in the Community Center, Church,
Library, or other location where they are served.

The waivers pursuant to the Families First Coronavirus Response Act (the FFCRA) (PL 116-127) were
based on the exceptional circumstances of the COVID-19 pandemic and allowed non-congregate meal
service in the summer feeding programs through Sept. 30, 2022.

Additionally, no meals may be picked up by the parent or guardian (child must be present).

Mobile feeding sites will still_be available during Summer 2023 but as stated above, children may not take
their meals away from the service location.

Nos complace informarle que el Departamento de Nutricién Escolar del Condado de Bibb volvera a
ofrecer comidas este verano a través de Seamless Summer Option (SSO). El programa permite a la
Autoridad de Alimentacion Escolar (SFA) proporcionar comidas a los estudiantes durante el verano
tradicional. “Las comidas estan disponibles para los nifios menores de 18 afios y estudiantes mayores de
18 afios con una discapacidad mental o fisica definida por el estado segtn la definicion de la Agencia
Educativa Estatal o local”. Los estudiantes son elegibles para recibir un desayuno y un almuerzo cada
dia sin cargo.

Cambios Importantes desde el Verano Pasado

Las exenciones por COVID-19 ya no estan vigentes. SSO debe volver a las normas tradicionales de
funcionamiento del programa de comida de verano. Bajo la Ley Nacional de Almuerzos Escolares
Richard B. Russell 42 USC 1753(b)(1)(A), 42 USC 1761(a)(1)(D) y las regulaciones del programa 7
CFR 225.6(¢e)(15), las comidas deben ser servidas en un entorno congregado y debe ser consumido
por los estudiantes en el sitio.

P: ;Qué significa esto?
R: Los nifios ahora deben comer sus comidas en la Cafeteria, en o en el Autobus, en el Centro
Comunitario, Iglesia, Biblioteca u otro lugar donde sean servidas.

Las exenciones de conformidad con la Ley de Respuesta al Coronavirus de Familias Primero (FFCRA)
(PL 116-127) fueron basados en las circunstancias excepcionales de la pandemia de COVID-19 y se
permitio el servicio de comida no congregada en los programas de alimentacion de verano hasta el 30 de
septiembre de 2022.

Ademas, los padres o guardianes no pueden recoger comidas (el nifio debe estar presente).

Los sitios de alimentacion movil seguirdn estando disponibles durante el verano de 2023, pero como se
indicé anteriormente, los nifios no pueden tomar sus comidas lejos del lugar de servicio.
